
 



 



 



 



 



 











 
 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 The train, plus allowance for standing and the uneven loading of 
 passengers along the length of the train. The equivalent number 
 for a Crossrail train is 1,120 passengers. 
 
 At present , 34 Great Eastern Metro services terminate at 
 Liverpool Street between the hours of 0700 and 1000 . At a 
 capacity of 840 passengers/train, this gives a total PGC of 28,600 
 passengers. However , as three of these trains start at Ilford, the 
 PGC available from Romford is therefore around 26,000 
 passengers . 
 
 With Crossrail , 33 trains would operate on this route in the 
 hours of 0700 and 1000, all of which would serve Romford. At a 
 capacity of 1,120 passengers/train, this gives a total PGC of 
 38,100 passengers. In addition, a further 16 services would 
 continue to operate into Liverpool Street between the hours of 
 0700 and 1000. At a capacity of 840 passenger/train, this gives a t
 otal PGC of 13,440 passengers . Total capacity on the line would 
 therefore be 51,540 . 
 
 These calculations exclude fast services that call at Romford 
 between the hours of 0700 and 1000 . 
 
 25. Given forecast levels of demand by 2016 are Crossrail breaking 
 Network Rail Rules as some stations will have a reduction in the 
 capacity of their current service ? . 
 
 CLRL is not aware that the Crossrail proposals break any rules 
 laid down by Network Rail , and would respond if further 
 information is provided . 
 
 26. What is the proposed standing capacity for the new Crossrail t
 rains per 10 car running unit. How does this compare with the current 
 Class 315 train stock running the One Metro Service ? . 
 
 Crossrail standing capacity at 4 passengers per m2 is approximately 
 925. This will be higher that the class 315 as these units have less 
 standing space .
